Study of Religion – Semester 2, Term 4
Religion-State Relationships – Nationalism and Religion

Unit Outline
FOCUS:  How does the influence of religion affect our ideas of what it means to belong to a modern nation-state? 
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In today’s modern society it is important to understand how to be a global citizen.  Students will investigate how one participates in a community of any size and the role religion plays within these communities. In particular, this unit will explore how communities interact with the world religions of Christianity, Judaism and Islam. Students are introduced to the idea of nationalism in general and how nationalism can act in a religious way through a short study of the breakdown of Yugoslavia.  Beginning with a study of the interplay of religion and Australian identity, students then move to a study of Israel to investigate the relationship between religious belief and the Western State notion of ‘statehood’. Students will then turn their attention to the sectarian divide within Christianity between the Protestants and Catholics as they investigate the tensions that are manifested most violently through current and historical events in Northern Ireland. In each of these case-studies students will explore the nature and significance of religion as each have a profound impact on what it means to belong to a national and / or ethnic group.  At the conclusion of the unit, students will complete a short response test exam.  It is to be noted that this unit focuses exclusively on the interplay of nationalism and religion in the Western context.  This is so that key concepts can be established for the religion-state relationships unit in Year 12 which begins to deal with statehood and religious freedom.
